« If any stain remains, repeat the treatment, preferably while the
fabric is still damp.

Precautions

Deo-Go can react with certain fabric dyes, permanently discolouring them. It is important to always
test for colour-fastness when using Deo-go on coloured fabrics.

«  Keep out of reach of children and pets.

« Don't leave on unprotected surfaces (especially stainless steel) for prolonged periods, and always
clean surfaces after use. Do not use on lacquered or varnished surfaces or porous materials e.g.
marble or stone. Do not use on suede or leather, or garments with a special finish.

«  Wear suitable protective clothing.

« Avoid contact with skin and eyes — In case of contact with eyes, rinse immediately with water for
several minutes. Remove contact lenses if present and easy to do and continue rinsing. If on skin,
wash with plenty of water. If swallowed, rinse mouth, do not induce vomiting and seek medical
advice.

«  Deo-Go should be stored and used at room temperature. Keep in the original container. Do not
mix or use with any other cleaning products.
